1. Accept Grants and Donations: Natalie Townsend received a $500 Community Foundation grant for the Sustainability Living course.  Gerry Banks received a grant for security system upgrades. Cheryl Pfister received a grant toward a songwriting residency.  Jeanne Schopf received a grant for the Door County Reading Council winter speaker.  Craig Sigl received a grant for the Clipper Fitness Zone project.  The Dare Program received a $500 gift from Dentistry by Design.  Clipper Clays received the following donations: $100 from the Sturgeon Bay Policeman Association, $200 from Staudenmaier Chiropractic, and $750 from Whitetails Unlimited.

Sawyer and Sunrise received donations from the PTO for the following:

Here is a brief description about the program from Wild Tomato: The Family Farms is a pizza creation made to highlight our local producers and farmers. Available for a limited amount of time, each pizza features a number of ingredients from our partners. Starting in early 2018, we began donating $1 of each Family Farms sold to our local schools. Donations promote the use of locally produced ingredients in the school lunch programs. 
A motion to thank these groups and the individuals associated with them for their generosity, as well as approve the grants and donations is recommended.  

2. Resignations and Retirements – Sally Guger has officially indicated her plans to resign at the end of the current school year; we thank Sally for her willingness to step in as a long-term sub roughly five years ago and stay on for this period of time to serve students at the elementary and middle school levels.  Char Brauer has officially indicated her plans to retire at the end of the current school year; we thank Char for her 12 years of service to TJ Walker Middle School students, families, and staff members and wish her nothing but the best in retirement. Brit Gardner has notified us that she will be resigning from her special education teacher associate position effective March 8, and will be relocating.
