Regular Board of Education Meeting

Wednesday, Dec. 16, 2020
President Hooker called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM in the high school library. Present were Alger, Chisholm, Jennerjohn, Miller, Hooker, Stephens, Hougaard Holland and Stephani.   Also present were Superintendent Tjernagel, Holtz, Smullen, Smejkal, O’Handley, Sterckx, R. Nickel, Ferry, S. Jacobson & A DeMeuse.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

Motion: Hougaard/Chisholm to adopt the agenda, striking item 2 under the Operations Agenda as well as the recognition portion of the agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. Accept Grants and Donations – An $80 anonymous gift to food service was given to Jenny Spude, as was a $100 anonymous gift.  The Selle Family gave a $50 donation to Jenny Spude for the food service program as well. Bob Nickel received a $5,000 grant from The Fort Fund for Tech Ed Department updates. Matt Propsom received a $16,800 donation from the Kerley Family Foundation of the Door County Community Foundation, Inc. for the Clipper Clays indoor practice simulator, an outdoor simulator, and the team endowment.  Heidi Hintz reported the following donations to the district’s music department: $250 from the Elementary PTO and $1,000 from the Sturgeon Bay Band Parents.  This software will be used for the creation of virtual performance videos of students performing musically; this software will allow individual student performance videos to be combined to form a virtual chorus or band.

As noted last month in your meeting packet, things continued to move forward with the developers and the City.

A. Doreen Phillips from Maritime Heights LLC has offered to buy the Sunset Elementary School parking lot across the street from the school building, known as Lot 7 Babel Subdivision, for $1.00.  (Please see a WB-13 Vacant Land Offer to Purchase document in the meeting packet.)  The City Council has approved the idea of Maritime Heights LLC’s adding housing to the parcel, but actual plans would still need to be submitted to the City, approved, etc.  

Doreen and I were in communication most recently on November 24 when I explained that while we were hopeful to have the Board consider the offer on the November 18 meeting that we were advised at that point to approve the offers for both parcels in the same meeting.  I also told her our next regular Board meeting was scheduled for December 16.  

Motion: Stephens/Hougaard to approve the sale of the Sunset Elementary School parking lot, known as Lot 7 Babel Subdivision, to Doreen Phillips from Maritime Heights LLC for $1.00 subject to an easement to the City of Sturgeon Bay for the existing storm water detention pond being recorded prior to the transfer of the lot.  After discussion, motion carried unanimously.
B. S.C Swiderski is the developer approved by the City Council for the parcel that the Sunset Elementary School Building sits on.  The City and developer are still in the process of working through the various details, which should result in a developer agreement to spell out the various details before the parcel can be formally sold, title of the lot transferred and so forth.  Stay tuned. 

4. Approve Food Service Team Member

Motion Hougaard/Stephani to approve Curtis Jay Aschauer as a new member of the food service team.  Motion carried unanimously.   

5. Approve High School Digital Lawn Sign Purchase

As Director Sterckx explained in the last learning session as part of her update, we’ve received bids and options from three different vendors to address the high school digital lawn sign situation.  The bid sheet from the selected vendor (Quick Signs) is included in the meeting packet.  The recommendation is to go with the red-light replacement option ($8,163.77) which would also have an installation charge including the boom truck and removal of the old electronic sign ($1,850), as well as the sign permit cost ($450) for a total cost of $10,463.77.

Motion: Hougaard/Jennerjohn to approve the high school digital lawn sign purchase from Quick Signs for a total cost of $10,463.77.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Open Enrollment Capacity (informational item this month)

Based upon discussion leading up to January of 2016 and discussion since we first implemented the capacities approved in January of 2016, we come back to you with an updated grid and recommendation again this year.  

As we’ve done in the past, this is an informational item yet this month.  We act upon Open Enrollment capacity at our January Board of Education meeting.  We would be looking for official approval of the new capacities beginning with the 2021-2022 school year during next month’s meeting on January 13, 2021.
